
The Lighthouse Keeper 
Riesling 2023

Vineyard
A cool season with a long slow, and dry, ripening period provided 
pristine Riesling fruit with an abundance of flavour and natural 
acidity Fruit was sourced from 2 standout vineyards within the 
higher altitude, cooler section of Eden Valley and harvested from 
the 24th March through to the 30th March.
Vineyard #1: Boehm Springs Road vineyard, High Eden sub-region 
of Eden Valley Vineyard #2: Roeslers vineyard, Eden Valley

Winemaking
The fruit was handpicked during the cool of the morning and 
whole bunch pressed. Naturally cold settled prior to racking 
clear to begin fermentation. The wine was fermented cool 
between 13-16C for 2 weeks. Then matured for 3 months on yeast 
lees with the occasional stirring before being naturally clarified 
before bottling.

Tasting notes
Attractive citrus lemon, grapefruit and floral aromas are comple-
mented by the hallmark Eden Valley zest and crunchy acidity on 
the palate. A delicious wine, approachable upon release this wine 
will also mature very well for many years to come.
